1.1 Minutes of the last CC Exec. Meeting 10th January 2005 

The minutes of the Eighth CC Executive meeting were agreed and signed as a true record of the meeting.

1.2 Consortium Website - The Way Forward Who and how is it Maintained

Once the new budgets have been set at the City Council, it was thought that there would be enough money to pay someone to update and develop the website. There should be a link from the PCC website to the consortium website and vice-versa.

It was felt that unless the website was updated regularly then people would lose interest in it.

Following a discussion re Aspex Gallery’s proposal to move to Gunwharf, it was decided that the Consortium would write to all Councillors, the Chief Executive and all Strategic Directors in support of Aspex Gallery’s bid for capital assistance to enable this move to take place.

A suggestion was made that we should advise all members to bid for money from the Sea Britain team for any events taking place this year.

1.3 Consortium Open Meeting 18th January 2005 

It was felt that this meeting was poorly attended with only 28 people, including members of this committee, the minutes of the meeting were read and Peter Wainwright suggested some changes that needed to be made and apart from one omission, the presentation from Mark Scarborough re the Sea Britain project. Amendments will be made to the minutes.

It was decided that a small group comprising of John Phillipson, Martin Chalk and Peter Wainwright, would get together outside of the executive to relate the comments made at the open meeting with the objectives, suggest and easier objective and connect this to the Implementation Framework, a measurable framework created by PCC to assist with the performance assessment of the Consortium. Once this has been done for all the objectives it was suggested that a meeting should take place between some of the members of the Executive, and Ian Berry and Mark Wright from PCC, to revisit the objectives.
