Gallery Insurance – Brandon

A piece of artwork was destroyed whilst on display in a local gallery. The gallery has not been very helpful to the artist in claiming on Insurance. The gallery would not cover the piece of artwork under their insurance, despite the artwork having been installed by the gallery though uncertain that they had followed the artist’s instructions. The gallery expected the artist to have his or her own insurance and to claim under that. 

PCC is actually advertising the gallery, are they aware of the insurance implications / problems that artists are having when exhibiting?

Can we inform artists to ensure that their artwork is covered by the gallery’s insurance or their own insurance when exhibiting?

Informal Public Hearing on Colas’ Planning Appeal Regarding Lamppost Advertising Panels – Peter
There was some success in the public hearing of the 16 signs seeking permission 13 sites were rejected, and only 3 were accepted. This is a good outcome as the 3 that were accepted were in industrial areas not residential.

Member from the Ethnic Community.

John has received a copy of letter, which was sent to Cllr Mike Hancock and Cllr Gerald Vernon-Jackson, from Sue Pike. The letter is concerning a possible move from the City Museum to the John Lewis building in Southsea. Sue has not received any response from the councillors.
