Update on Noir Et Blanc

SB and Karl March had a telephone interview, instead of a face to face interview due to the weather, on Monday 2nd February with a possible funder called Unlimited. The outcome will be known 23rd February, the funding will cover the printing costs for the first edition and about 10% of the website costs. The first edition could be printed within 6 weeks of receiving the funding.

Bank Account – Funding from PCC still not received SP has completed some paperwork received from PCC and returned it with an invoice, still not received the funding. Action SW to check if payment has been issued.

Cultural ‘Hub’ Website for Portsmouth

Now we have funding we need to do something real; there are websites for music, theatre etc already but not to any extent. The improved Visit Portsmouth website seems to be worse than before. There was an Independent article in the summer of 2008, which also said that Portsmouth was badly represented on the Internet.

G2 does not list gigs anymore, someone is considering creating a Portsmouth Music magazine, and they already produce the Southampton Music magazine.

Is there a marketing strategy for the Visit Portsmouth website? We need to define what we would like to see before we meet or suggest that someone take info from the different websites to put into the Visit Portsmouth website. We need to create a statement of need. Action SP, PW, BW, Karl March and a Highbury student to get together to create a questionnaire, this could be a good marketing project for a student.

LSP Culture Partnership

The Culture Matters ‘Delivering for Culture’ event will take place at Priory School Sport centre café area, starting time 6:30pm and finished by 8:30pm, so far 6 people have reserved places. Refreshments are available at 45p per cup, can be invoiced after the event

Action SW to get together a stationery box to include string, direction signs, flip chart pad, pens, post its, sticky tack, sticky tape, hole punch and masking tape. 

Action SW to provide the Priority 8 comments on card these will be used for the discussion groups. This box will be handed to another CC Executive member as SW will not be at the meeting.

The focus needs to be on the LAA and aspirations document.

What groups are already out there? 

Simon Lindsey – there are 2 agendas Sports and Physical Activities. Sports is made up of the sports facilities, Mountbatten Centre, run by Parkwood Leisure, the Schools Sports Partnerships in secondary, primary and infants schools, such as Priory and St Lukes, Highbury College and the University of Portsmouth. The Physical Activities agenda, is made up of a number of different projects, such as the Sports Council, 30 – 40 people representing different sports, they also help PCC allocate the small sports grants. The Respect project in Milton run by Julian Wadsworth.  Most sports clubs tend to only be interested in their own sports.

There are 2 Local Area Agreement targets, one is about adult participation and the other is about schools participation. The needs to be a wider community involvement in physical activity not necessarily individual sports. The number of football clubs is knows as they are registered with the Football Association. Portsmouth’s participation by adults is 4% above the rest of Hampshire.

Action SW to send the newsletter and aspirations document to Simon Lindsey.

People to attend should include, Sports Council Members, Schools Partnership, Julian Wadsworth (Respect).

Discussion Topics will be the Priority 8, we will need copies of the Vision Document and the Aspirations document could be printed on A3.

· What do you want this partnership to achieve in 100 days, 6 months, 1 year and 3 years. 

· Let us know if you are interested in joining the partnership and we will contact you.

· Who is not here that should be.

Using the Priority 8 in the Vision document we can create an action plan, brainstorm and find interested people to be included in the partnership.
